Small Group or personal study
· What was your furthest moment from God this week?
· What was your closet moment to God this week?
· Read Luke 9:28-36.
· Peter, John, and James witnessed Jesus transfigured, Moses and Elijah in glory, and heard the voice of God all in a time of prayer with Jesus on a mountain. Prayer and the physical removal to the mountain can create an opportunity to see and hear from God by minimizing distractions and turning our attention to God. If you don’t already have a good place to pray with minimal distractions, find a place today and make time to pray there regularly this week.
· How has prayer been different for you when praying in a busy or loud place compared to praying in a quiet place or place with less distractions?
· God spoke nine words to Peter, John, and James in this passage and they were about Jesus, “This is my Son, my Chosen; listen to him!” (v. 35, NRSV). This time of prayer, revelation, and glory directed the disciples to “listen to Jesus.” In Luke, Jesus still had a lot to say. Today, Jesus—the Living Word—still speaks and has a lot to say to you, the church, and the world. Read some words of Jesus from the Gospels today if you have not already. After reading from the words of Jesus, spend time in silent prayer. Choose one thing Jesus said to focus your attention upon in silence and pray, “Here I am, Jesus, your servant is listening.” Set an alarm and spend between 3-20 minutes doing this exercise at least once this week.
