Small Group or personal study
· What was your furthest moment from God this week?
· What was your closet moment to God this week?
· Read Luke 22:14-34, 54-62
· One of the last words said to Jesus during his passion was from Peter who said, “Lord, I am ready to go with you to prison and to death!” (v. 33, NRSV). Within a few short hours, Peter denied Jesus three times. The story of Peter’s declaration that he would be faithful to Jesus and the story that Peter denied Jesus three times appears in all four Gospels: Matthew, Mark, Luke, and John. When have you made a commitment to God or declaration of faith you did not live up to?
· When are times you have sinned and denied or betrayed Jesus in your thinking, speaking, or doing? 
· Adam Hamilton has written he believes this story was always told about Peter because it was a story Peter himself told wherever he went and preached. When have you heard a Christian sharing about their sins or failures as a way to then share about the grace and work of Jesus Christ?
· Jesus was not surprised that Peter would deny him. Jesus was the one to bring up the subject! Jesus shared he had prayed for Peter and his faith, and that when Peter turned back to Jesus that Peter would strengthen his brothers. Jesus was preparing Peter for forgiveness and the ongoing call to ministry. God is not surprised when we sin and fail. Jesus prays for us and calls us to return and to serve others. Despite how you have sinned or failed in the past, how is Jesus calling you back? How is Jesus calling you to give the strength of God to others?
· Consider Jesus who shared the last supper and kingdom of God with disciples who would betray and deny. Think about Jesus who prayed for Peter and called him for his return and service. Consider Jesus who made Peter one of the leaders of the early church (check out the book of Acts)! How might you respond with the grace of Christ to those who betray, deny, or sin?
