Small Group or personal study
· What was your furthest moment from God this week?
· What was your closet moment to God this week?
· Read Matthew 6:9-13
· The last section of The Lord’s Prayer is, “For thine is the kingdom, the power, and the glory, forever. Amen.” These words end the prayer Jesus gave us with a doxology of giving glory to God. It is likely that if you look for these words in the Matthew reading you will not find them, unless you are using the King James Version. This closing doxology is not found in the earliest copies of Matthew’s Gospel and were likely added to close the prayer Jesus gave us with praise, which is why many English translations include a footnote for Matthew 6:13. The final doxology is similar to 1 Chronicles 29:11-13. Pray the doxology below that David prayed when offerings were brought for the building of the temple.
· The statements that “the kingdom, the power, and the glory” are God’s is quite an affirmation of faith. It invites us to celebrate and lift up God’s kingdom, power, and glory above all others. These statements also invite us to measure what a true kingdom, power, and glory are in comparison to God’s. Think of one kingdom (maybe the United States), one power (maybe money), and one thing that is glorified in the world (maybe your favorite famous person). How are these similar to or different from God’s kingdom, power, and glory? Have we given anything more territory (kingdom), control (power), or praise (glory) than we have to God? 
· “Amen” closes this prayer. Amen can mean “yes,” or “let it be so,” or “it is true.” Closing prayer with an “Amen” means we agree with it and desire it to be. Look through The Lord’s Prayer today and identify two things: (1) is there anything in the Lord’s Prayer you would hesitate to say “Amen” to, and if so, why? And (2) what is one particular part of the Lord’s Prayer you want to give a big “Amen” to today because you want it to be so? 
· Pray through The Lord’s Prayer and after doing so, add in your own words to praise and glorify God.

Doxology from 1 Chronicles 29:10-13 (NRSV)
Blessed are you, O LORD, the God of our ancestor Israel, forever and ever. Yours, O LORD, are the greatness, the power, the glory, the victory, and the majesty; for all that is in heavens and on the earth is yours; yours is the kingdom, O LORD, and you are exalted as head above all. Riches and honor come from you, and you rule over all. In your hand are power and might; and it is in your hand to make great and to give strength to all. And now, our God, we give thanks to you and praise your glorious name.
