Small Group or personal study
· What was your furthest moment from God this week?
· What was your closet moment to God this week?
· Read Mark 9:2-8
· Compare how Jesus is pictured in the transfiguration to how Isaiah describes the suffering servant. Christians hold these images together of Jesus the crucified and glorified. Are either of these images challenging to you? What is your favorite image of Jesus?
· Jesus and three disciples (Peter, James, and John) were there at the transfiguration along with an appearing by Elijah and Moses. Elijah and Moses were both known as being prophets who spoke the words of God and they were known for signs that God did through them. Jesus certainly shared God’s words and powerful signs as well. How is Jesus similar to Elijah and Moses? How is Jesus different from Elijah and Moses?
· In the Old Testament, God’s presence is sometimes signaled by a cloud like on Mount Sinai or at the dedication of the Temple in Jerusalem. Here a cloud is pictured with God’s presence coming among them all and speaking, “This is my Son, the Beloved; listen to him!” Read Mark 8:31 – 9:1 and notice how Peter had difficulty listening to Jesus. What did Peter struggle with to listen to Jesus?
· There are many ways to listen to Jesus: corporate worship, prayer, Bible reading, Bible study, Christian music, contemplative prayer, and more. Under what conditions are you most able to listen to Jesus? What is one good way you could regularly put yourself in a place to listen to Jesus?
· Is there anything Jesus has spoken to you in the Bible or in your heart that you have been ignoring? If so, what is it?
