Small Group or personal study
· What was your furthest moment from God this week?
· What was your closet moment to God this week?
· Read John 14:1-14.
· Jesus begins by encouraging disciples not to be troubled but to believe in in God and also in Jesus. What troubles you today?
· How does believing in God help in the midst of your troubles?
· Jesus shares that the Father’s house has many dwelling places and that Jesus would prepare a place for disciples. One reason we may have peace in our hearts is knowing that God has room for us and Jesus makes all things ready. How does this promise ease troubles?
· Jesus shares that he is “the way, the truth, and the life” so we may know God. What is the way of Jesus? What is the truth of Jesus? What is the life of Jesus? How does Jesus reveal what God is like and the way to God?
· Jesus said, “the one who believes in me will also do the works that I do and, in fact, will do greater works than these” (v. 12). Rather than troubled hearts, Jesus is preparing disciples to share in the works Jesus does. How ready do you feel to do greater works than Jesus with God’s help?
· Jesus said, “I will do whatever you ask in my name, so that the Father may be glorified in the Son” (v. 13). Asking in the name of Jesus is not a secret code to unlock whatever wish you want. Asking in Jesus’ name means asking Jesus to do the things consistent with Jesus’ name. What are the things Jesus has done to show the grace of God? Those are the things you can ask for in Jesus’ name with confidence. Which one of those things will you ask Jesus for today in his name that is able to save?
