· Philippians 4:2-3 does not describe what the disunity was but there are three things affirmed: (1) their past work together with the gospel; (2) their names written in the book of life; and (3) that the Lord is near. What ways do you see Paul addressing disunity or conflict in the church in this passage that apply to whatever the disagreement may be about?
·  To “rejoice in the Lord” and have thanksgiving in all our prayers is not to deny difficulties. One of the reasons we give thanks and rejoice is that even in anxious situations God: is with us, hears are prayers, and provides all we need. Rejoicing and giving thanks to God can put our eyes again that it is in God we may have peace, not in circumstances. Practice the ACTS prayer as a way to bring everything in your life to God.
· A for Adoration: Rejoice in the Lord and adore God.
· C for Confession: Confess to God your sins, troubles, anxieties, and what is going on in your life. Bring everything to the Lord for God’s grace, care, and direction.
· T for Thanksgiving: Give God thanks for what God has, is, and will do.
· S for Supplication: Intercede in prayer for others and yourself.
